Read Sunday’s gospel: Matthew 2:1-12.
Reflection for Families

Children love this story because it’s filled with
things they treasure: gifts, adventure, danger,
and mystery. Through these elements,
Matthew has made it clear that the magi are
foreigners (of the Gentile world in Matthew’s
day). It is reassuring for us to know and to
help our children come to understand that
God welcomes all people of the world to the
family of God. By our Baptism, we are part of
a family of faith, and as parents, we spend our
lives leading our children in that faith and
demonstrating to them how we live our own
faith.
